Youth exhibitors may enter sanctioned youth shows
through the age of 18 yrs. Adults cannot show in Youth classes. Youth may not enter the same rabbit in both open & youth shows at
the same show. Youth may enter in both open & youth shows with different animals.
Judging will begin at 9:00 AM-SHARP!!!" All rabbits must be in the show room by 7:30 am.
