HOW TO ENTER the Triple Crown Show

1. Entry fee: $10 per rabbit. This enters your Holland Lop, Netherland Dwarf, or Mini Rex in all three shows.   Otherwise, the entry fee is $3.50 per rabbit per show.  You must specify if you are entering only one or two shows.

2. Please check your rabbit’s weight, age, sex, and earmark before making your entry.  Only ear number changes will be allowed the morning of the show.  

3. Entry deadline (phone or email) is 9 PM Eastern time on Wednesday, January 27th.   Confirmations will be sent for email entries.

4. If our overall entry is too large, exhibitors with very large entries will be asked to cut down their entry.  The three show secretaries will confer on Wednesday night (1/27/10) after the entry deadline has passed and will notify you by noon on Thursday (1/28) if this is necessary.

HOW TO EXHIBIT at the Triple Crown

At the Triple Crown show, your rabbits could be on one, two, or possibly three judging tables at the same time.  Color groups will not be judged in their normal order, but once a group is started, the classes and varieties within it will be judged in order to complete the group.

As each group is completed, Best and Best Opposite Sex of Group and Best Junior of Group will be released from the judging table as soon as they are chosen and brought back to the tables at the end of the show judging for Best of Breed judging. 

RAFFLE TABLE

This year, we will have a raffle table at our show.  The proceeds will be split among the three sponsoring clubs:  Classy Country Hollanders, Southern Mini Rex Rabbit Fanciers, and Southeastern Dwarf Fanciers.  We would appreciate any donation to the raffle table, and encourage your patronage!!  We’re also looking for volunteers to staff the raffle table.  Please let Susan Smith know if you can help during the day.

HOW TO GET THERE 

Our show will be held at the Northwest Recreation Center at 701 Saxon Avenue, Spartanburg, SC 29301-1831.The show room is about three miles from I-26.

From Interstate 26, take exit 21 (W. O. Ezell Blvd) and head east toward Spartanburg.  This is also marked US 29 North.  

Go one mile to Vanderbilt Road and turn left onto Vanderbilt.  In one-half mile, turn left to stay on Vanderbilt.

In 3/10ths of a mile, turn left onto Textile Road.  You’ll see a sign for the Bluffs Apartments Homes on the left before the turn.

Go 4/10ths of a mile and turn right onto Williams Street.  In one-half mile, turn right onto Saxon Avenue and the Northwest Rec Center will be on your right.

You can pull around to the back of the building, onto the grass, and we will have one of the double back doors open for entry, beginning at 7:30 AM on Saturday. 

WHERE TO STAY

We have once again made arrangements with the Sleep Inn for a group rate.  Ask for the block of rooms under the name “Susan Smith” for a rate of $59.39/night. That will include taxes.

FOOD

We will have coffee, juice and donuts available in the showroom in the morning for donations.  A concession stand may be set up to sell a simple lunch (hotdogs, probably) with proceeds going to the rec center.  Fast food restaurants are on W.O. Ezell Blvd., about three miles away.
